If there is no other option, please let
them get out at a distance or accompany them on foot
for at least a part of the journey. In this way, we redu-
ce car traffic in front of school and enable your child
to gain important experience in road traffic.

It is recommended that your child goes to school ac-
companied if possible.

Together with the police, the city and you as parents,
our goal is to make the journey to school as safe as
possible for your child so that they can manage it
independently.
